Helping You With The Newspaper Notice  

The following are some preliminary thoughts when writing a newspaper notice: 

Customs and traditions for placing and writing a newspaper notice may vary 

depending on your religious affiliation, ethnic background, or even regionally. 

Below is a general guideline to help you. 

Provide full name, age, date of death and place of death. 

Consider including education, military service, career information, 

community involvement, church affiliation, memberships, etc. You 

may also want to tell of some of their accomplishments, great 

passions, or favourite activities. 

List surviving family members and then predeceased relatives (if desired). 

Your Funeral Director from Humphrey-Miles-Newbigging will insert the 

visitation and service information. 

Lastly, mention any charities for which you wish people to make donations. 

You might also want to mention any people or groups that you wish to thank

Family Care 

As part of our services to you, our Family Care Director will contact you to deliver your 

package. This service is provided without charge, and its’ sole purpose is to help survivors 

resolve some of the practical matters encountered after death. The Director will assist with 

applications for survivor benefits, Canada Pension benefits, life insurance benefits, as well as 

cancellation of health insurance.

We have a lending library of more than 500 volumes on grief and bereavement, as well as 

several practical and supportive brochures. Many individuals find comfort in meeting with like-

minded people in support groups.
